Checklist for a GROUP B Water Supply Approval

Use this checklist to complete the approval process for a Group B public water supply.  Initial each item when completed.  Turn in the completed checklist as the cover sheet to your documents required for approval.

PLEASE READ THE ENTIRE CHECKLIST BEFORE PROCEEDING THROUGH THE STEPS.
1.  Water Source:

First inspect your proposed or existing well location for distances from septic tanks, drain fields, buildings, property lines, roads, and other potential sources of contamination.  There must be at least a 100 ft. radius circle around the well that is and will remain free of contaminants, unless engineering justification supports a smaller area.  If the well site is within 100’ of a property line, you should try to obtain a Restrictive Covenant from the neighboring parcel owner.  For the adjacent parcel owner to sign this covenant there can be no septic tank, drain field, or other potential contaminating substances within their portion of your well circle.   See examples below to determine what covenants you’ll need.

Example A:

The entire 100 ft radius circle is on your property.  You need only

file a Declaration Covenant. (See example documents in packet)


Example B:


You must file a Declaration of Covenant covering your

part of the 100 ft radius circle and a Restrictive Covenant covering

your neighbor’s part of the circle. (See example documents in packet)                                                     X


______Apply for a Well Site Inspection.  You must fill out the CARL, Permission to Enter, and Well Site 
Inspection forms.  Include a map indicating where the property is located with the well, property 
lines, roads, septic tanks, drain fields, and any permanent structures designated.


Note:  If you are unable to obtain a Restrictive Covenant when required or if there are 


potential contaminants within the 100’ Sanitary Control Area that cannot be removed, 

we will help you determine if a Justification for a Reduction in Sanitary Control Area 

will be required.  If so, it must be prepared by a Professional Engineer and approved 

by the Lewis County Health Officer.
_______ After your inspection, you will receive a completed well site review and a cover letter.  The letter 
will state the conditions that must be met for the approval of the well site.  When the conditions are 
met, the well can be drilled. The well must be drilled by a well driller currently licensed by the 
Washington State Department of Ecology.  (Driller license information can be obtained by calling DOE 
360-407-6648)  

For existing wells, conduct any remediation requested in the Well Site Inspection letter and provide 
documentation, such as photos, receipts, etc.
               A water right is required for more than six (6) residential connections, as well as for systems using 
more than 5,000 gallons per day or irrigating more than ½ acre cumulatively per day.  If your system 
will meet one of these conditions, please submit documentation of your approved water right.  For 
additional information, contact the Department of Ecology at (360) 407-6523.

4.  Water System Design:
             A professional engineer, licensed in the State of Washington, should design the water system.  The 
 system design should include:

a. A map showing the well and any contamination sources within a 600’ radius.

b. A well log

c. Pump test results

· showing stabilization for 4 hours

· draw down and recovery

d. Pump curve data sheet

e. Complete Inorganic/Physical analysis

f. Complete Volatile Organic Chemical analysis

g. Bacterial analysis

h. Pressure tank specifications

i. Distribution system, pump house specifications and plans

j. Hydraulic analysis

k. Calculations for friction and head loss

l. Completed Water Facility Inventory

m. Additional items as specified by Lewis County Environmental Health

The completed design must be submitted to Lewis County Environmental Health.  A review fee will 
be assessed at that time.

             Construction can be initiated upon approval of the plans. Certification of Construction must be 
  
 filled out by the engineer and submitted to this department upon completion of installation. 

             Prior to utilization of the system, it must be properly disinfected and the water tested for 
  
 coliform bacteria.
Any requests for additional information, letter of comment, or letter of approval of engineered plans and specifications will be sent to the developer and the engineer.
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
