Created by House Bill 2514 and RCW 90.82 
to address water issues in the Chehalis basin, 
including flooding.

Created a watershed plan focusing on water 
quality, quantity, and habitat.

The mission of the Authority is to find cost-effective,
long-term and environmentally responsible methods
to protect natural resources, commercial industries,
private property, and human life during flood events 
in the Chehalis basin.

Created by House Bills 3374 and 3375 to address
flooding issues throughout the Chehalis basin.

Created a draft Comprehensive Flood Hazard 
Management Plan.
