Synopsis of Informationt In 1987, LEE was convicted
in Mason County Superior Court of Rape ' Degree.
The crime involved the violent sexual assault of a
known adult female over a two day period. In
addition to being sexually assaulted the victim was
bound and beaten. As a result of the conviction LE
was sentenced to 28 years in prison. He was releds
on 05/27/06 and is not under any Department of
Corrections supervision at this time. In additionto the rape conviction LEE has
also been convicted of other acts of violence todiude Assault 2° Degree and
Kidnapping. Based on the type of crimes involved EE has been identified as a
high risk to the community and this notification isrequired.
