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Check children’s records: Vaccines are available!
With another flu season just around the corner, now is the time to prepare
Chehalis, WA – With all of the anxiety over flu season and H1N1 last year, it is hard to believe that another flu season is already approaching.  Lewis County Public Health is pleased to announce that flu shots for children have started to arrive at some physician’s offices in Lewis County, with adult vaccines expected to arrive in the next few weeks.  This year’s seasonal flu vaccine includes protection from three different flu strains, one of which is H1N1. Immunizations help protect individual health and the health of the community by preventing the spread of disease.

 
Lewis County Immunization Coordinator Jane Sheldon reminds parents, “Now is the time to prepare children for school; check their immunization records and make sure that they are up-to-date on all necessary shots.  Our childhood immunization program provides many vaccines for children through age 18.  We also have access to a patient assistance program for adults over 18 years of age who don’t have the means or insurance to cover some vaccines.”
Parents should call their medical provider or come to Lewis County Public Health.  Lewis County Public Health provides vaccines on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 9:00am – 12:00 and from 1:30 – 4:00pm.
