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Change in Water Sample Pick-up Services
County closes two sites, decreases pick-up service at other sites
Chehalis, WA –Lewis County Public Health and Social Services will implement changes in their water sample pick-up services, effective November 1, 2010.  Currently, there are water sample drop boxes in 6 locations (Winlock, Toledo, Packwood, Randle, Morton, and Silver Creek) that are serviced by the County.  The County will close the water sample drop boxes in Toledo and Winlock. Customers using these two sites will need to deliver their samples directly to Lewis County Public Health, located at 360 NW North Street in Chehalis.  For the east county locations (Packwood, Randle, Morton, Silver Creek), the county will pick up water samples only on the first Monday of the month, beginning at 9:30am instead of noon.  If the first Monday of the month falls on a holiday, samples will be collected on the following Monday.  
The county currently offers bacteria and nitrate testing services for private wells and public water supplies, as well as bacterial testing for swimming pools and swimming beaches.  The water testing lab will remain open as a service to the public. The water sample pick-up runs were done as a courtesy to help make it more convenient for residents in outlying parts of the county to submit water samples.  
It is important to remember that water samples must still be kept cold and delivered within 24 hours of collection in order to be accepted for testing.
