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Lewis County Ranks 28th Out of 39 Washington Counties 
County Health Rankings Report Gives Washington residents a County-by-County Snapshot of How Multiple Factors Can Influence Their Health 

Chehalis, WA – Lewis County ranks 28th out of the 39 Washington counties, according to the report released today by the University of Wisconsin Population Health Institute and the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation.  The County Health Rankings are the first to rank the overall health of the counties in all 50 states – more than 3,000 total – by using a standard formula to measure how healthy people are and how long they live. 

Lewis County Public Health Director Danette York states, “We’ve known for some time that our county faces challenges and this report gives us information we can use to work with community leaders to invest in environmental and policy changes that will improve health in Lewis County.”

Health Officer Dr. Rachel Wood noted, “The rankings show that Lewis County scored particularly low in health behaviors, 36th out of 39, a drop from last year.  This factor measures tobacco use, alcohol use, obesity, motor vehicle accidents, and high risk sexual behaviors.  While these behaviors can be difficult to change, each resident has the power to pick one behavior – no matter how small – to change with the intent of improving their own health.  For example, choosing to drink water instead of sweetened beverages, or take the stairs instead of the elevator.” 

The online report, available at www.countyhealthrankings.org, includes a snapshot of each county in Washington with a color-coded map comparing each county’s overall health ranking.  Researchers used five measures to assess health outcomes:  the rate of people dying before age 75, the percent of people who report being in fair or poor health, the numbers of days people report being in poor physical and poor mental health, and the rate of low-birthweight infants. 

“These rankings demonstrate that health happens where we live, learn, work, and play.  And much of what influences how healthy we are and how long we live happens outside the doctor’s office,” says Risa Lavizzo-Mourey, M.D., M.B.A., president and CEO of the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation.  “We hope the County Health Rankings spur all sectors – government, business, community and faith-based groups, education and public health – to work together on solutions that address barriers to good health and help all Americans lead healthier lives.” 

The University of Wisconsin’s Remington says that “It’s easier for people to lead a healthy lifestyle when they live in a healthy community – such as one that has expanded early childhood education, enacted smoke-free laws, increased access to healthier foods, or created more opportunities for physical activity.  We hope this report can mobilize community leaders to learn what is making their residents unhealthy and take action to invest in programs and policy changes that improve health,” he adds.
