(Tdap) Whooping Cough Shots Free to Uninsured Adults

[bookmark: _GoBack]If you are over 19 years old and are uninsured, you may receive a free Tdap (Tetanus, diphtheria, and pertussis) vaccine at the Public Health & Social Services Department – 3rd floor.  Hours are 9:00 – 12:00 and 1:30 – 4:00 Tuesdays and Thursdays.  
Adults with health insurance are encouraged to get their Tdap vaccination at their Physician’s office or a retail pharmacy. 
Pertussis – also known as Whooping Cough poses a very significant — and possibly fatal — threat to young children and infants.  And it is a disease most often passed on by infected adults who do not have up-to-date vaccinations. Washington State is experiencing its worst whooping cough outbreak since the 1940s.  The number of cases have been growing at an alarming rate — this time last year we had about 100 cases of whooping cough, today we have well over 1,100 cases and growing.  
Mothers to be, family and friends (young and old) and daycare providers of newborns should get vaccinated as soon as possible but anyone can help increase Community Immunity and cocoon our babies in Lewis County.
