
NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

LEWIS COUNTY PLANNING COMMISSION

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Lewis County, Washington Planning Commission will hold a public hearing on Tuesday, May 26, 2026, to receive public testimony on proposed amendments to the Lewis County development regulations. The proposed amendments would permit retail sale of cannabis within the Urban Growth Areas of Lewis County. The amendments further prohibit cannabis production and processing. The proposal would repeal LCC Chapter 5.20 (Licenses) and amend Chapter 17.10 (Definitions), Chapter 17.42 (Table 2: Land Use Summary), and Chapter 17.142 (Cannabis Production, Processing; and Cannabis Retail).
