Rental Assistance Program Continues in Lewis County

Lewis County residents that have not been able to pay their rent may now be eligible for a Washington State Department of Commerce (DOC) rental assistance grant program called “Eviction Rent Assistance (ERAP)”. Households must meet two initial screening criteria:

· Current income at or below 50 % of Area Median Income

Washington State:

Governor Inslee Modifies Phase 2 & 3 Safe Start Reopening Plan - October 6, 2020

On October 6, Governor Inslee issued guidance modifications for Washington’s Safe Start (Phases 2 & 3) for the following industries:

Libraries – align some indoor activies in Phase 2 at 25% to match museums.
Movie Theaters – Phase 2 at 25% and Phase 3 at 50% with social distancing and masks when not eating.
Restaurants – Eliminates indoor household restrictions. Moves alcohol cutoff from 10 PM to 11 PM.  	Table size in Phase 2 goes up to 6 and Phase 3 goes up to eight persons.
Youth/Adult Sports – Aligns school related and non-school related sports guidance. Prohibites tournaments and crowds in counties that are not in the low-risk category.  Provides specific protocols for transportation, group size and facial coverings.
Wedding Receptions – Increases attendees to 50 in Phase 3.
Retail Events (craft shows) – Allows outdoor events in Phase 3, capping attendance to 200 people.
Outdoor Recreation (running/bicycling) – provides protocols for Phase 2 & 3 for races and competitions with more than 12 participants.
Water Recreation Facilities – provides current guidance for all phases.

Lewis County has been at Phase 3 since June 22.  The Lewis County buildings are open to the public and most offices have returned to normal business hours.  (Individual businesses can only reopen after it can implement the state guidelines for that specific sector.)  For additional information, visit the Governor’s website.

On July 22, the CDC updated their clinical guidance for Duration of Isolation and Precautions for Adults, with COVID-19.  The CDC now advises most people with active cases of COVID-19 to isolate for 10 days after symptoms began and 24 hours after their fever has broken.  For those who have a positive test but are asymptomatic, the public health agency recommends isolating 10 days from the testing date.




EOC Focus - Resource Requests:

The Lewis County EOC has been continuously activated since March 5, 2020. It has been coordinating ordering, receiving, and providing distribution of State provided personal protective equipment (PPE); educational information on the use of non-pharmaceutical interventions (NPIs); advanced planning; periodic event updates; and logistical support to Lewis County first responders, government offices, businesses, citizens, and non-profit organizations in response to the COVID-19 pandemic.  The new billing process expected for June 1 is still pending, so agencies can continue to order PPE supplies through the EOC at no charge.  

COVID-19 Test Kits are Available through the EOC
The EOC staff ensure anyone in Lewis County that needs a test is able to obtain a test within a short distance of their home by obtaining and distribution a local supply of test kits.

EOC Operational Objectives:
· Event documentation
· Processing of Resource Requests from medical facilities, fire services, nursing facilities
· Distributing State and Federal information to full distribution contacts
· Ensuring all entities have been advised to document activities, use activity codes and keep supporting logs in order to capture as much reimbursement funding as possible.
